Employers often have close relationships with associations
Spend time on association job sites chatting and learning information from others. This often can lead to meaningful contacts in your industry.
Employers can find higher-quality applicants on association sites (more focused and less fluff applicants)
Applicants from association sites tend to be serious about the profession and much stronger. The best applicants are those who demonstrate a commitment to their occupational field.
Cost for advertising on association sites is typically much less than for larger job sites and thus more attractive
Companies in a specific industry also often want to support their association by posting there
Association sites often contain "chat boards" that are good for networking about job leads. 
Best and smartest recruiters often use association websites for sourcing candidates.
Recruiters with good research skills, who are smart use association sites. These same recruiters can assist you in your search as well.
